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MOVE TO IAMIS

In 2025, centre assessed NEA moderation samples will be uploaded via IAMIS. Centres will be able to
input marks and upload samples on the same system and will not need to wait for key codes. More
information will be provided via a circular in September.

QUALIFICATION UPDATES

The new WJEC GCSE Digital Media and Film qualification is currently in the early stages of development.
September 2025 will be the final time centres should begin delivery of the current WJEC GCSE Media Studies
two-year course. Summer 2027 will be the final full assessment opportunity for this qualification. There will
be a final resit opportunity available in January 2028 subject to demand. The resit opportunity will only be
available to post-16 candidates who have previously cashed-in the qualification prior to January 2028. From
September 2026, learners must not be entered into this legacy GCSE in Year 10.
