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Unit 2 will also be assessed through project work
and will be worth 20% of the qualification. Here
you will apply your problem-solving skills to
answer a brief and produce a solution. You will
produce your solution over 10 hours.

Unit 3 will involve a single exam, which is worth
40% of your qualification. The exam will last 1 hour
and 30 minutes. The exam will be made up of
multiple-choice questions, and short and extended
answers.
